Key CPC items were:  
· Federation of Community Legal Centres (FCLC) provided an update on the development of the CLC Sector’s 10 Year Plan, highlighting the value of collaboration and data  
· VLA presented on the Data and Digital Information Strategy. Committee members commended VLA’s leadership role in data use and stewardship 
· VLA’s presentation of CLC and stakeholder engagement survey results and opportunities to strengthen sector relationships via the Committee
· Department of Justice and Community Safety (DJCS) provided a brief update on the National Legal Assistance Partnership (NLAP) and potential themes for the 2022-23 budget (NLAP funding is waiting on approval by the Attorney General for announcement)  
· CPC members endorsed election of Louise Glanville as Chair of the Collaborative Planning Committee (CPC) for a further (1 year) term. Members also discussed 2022 meeting arrangements and workplan.
