Medical report information sheet

· the treatment for those conditions (past, current and future)
· medications prescribed, the dosage and conditions it is for

· any other matters affecting your health and wellbeing which may be relevant to the court when imposing penalty

Psychologist, counsellor or other service report information sheet
You should tell your counsellor/case manager/other relevant person what charges you are facing and that the report will be used in Court.  The report should address the following:
· the nature and extent of the problems you are receiving assistance for

· whether these problems contributed to the offending behaviour and if so how
· details of any treatment, referrals, counselling, programs or training planned or provided for you

· any beneficial effects of the treatment, referrals, counselling, programs or training

· your ongoing need for assistance

· any other recommended treatment
